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« Like fast fashion, fast furniture is a problem for our planet »

"People have started to treat furniture like a fashion, where we can change our
decisions very quickly, moving around and buying things," Nuriev said at this year's
Design Miami, which concluded Sunday.[...] According to the Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA), Americans threw out over 12 million tons of furniture and furnishings in
2018 (up from 2.2 million tons in 1960), and over 80% of it ended up in landfill*. [...]

The concept of circular design has gained increasing traction over the last decade. In a
circular system, furniture products would be made without virgin materials, be designed
to last longer and be fully reusable or recyclable. [...] "With upcycling, you create a
unique piece which has its own story," said llori over email. "There's a layering of

meaning and history and you're going to cherish that piece." [...]

The emerging "slow design" movement reflects this focus on quality and longevity over
speed and quantity. It encompasses? not only working with responsibly sourced
materials, but also celebrating craft and well-being. If anything can beat fast furniture, is
it slow design ? "A phrase | always use is: 'Slow is the new fast,™ said designer Nada
Debs at Design Miami. "When you take time to do things, you really appreciate it."
